KNITTING TIPS—LAsT LoOSE Loop?
When binding off, do you end up with a loosey-goosey loop at the end. Here is a trick to fix this problem.

When you have two stitches left (one on the right needle and one remaining to be bound off on the left
needle), insert the right needle from back to front into the stitch BELOW the last stitch.

Place this stitch and the last stitch on the left hand needle and knit these two stitches together.

Then bind off the last stitch on the right needle.

Cut yarn and pull through last remaining stitch to secure. Neat as a pin.
